The Make It Happen Fund aim is to promote the inclusion and improve the lives of children, young people, parents, families, carers of young people and young carers of the communities who live in the communities of the catchment area of the Alloa and Lornshill Academies.

The Grassroots Make It Happen Fund is open to all groups, but priority will be given to those groups which benefit the lives of children, young people, parents, families, carers of young people and young carers, and their grandparents who live in the communities of the Alloa and Lornshill Academies. And particularly to new groups aiming to do this.

· Previous applicants can apply for the same project, but the group should say in their application how they are planning to sustain the group beyond this fund. The same group can also apply for a different activity or opportunity.

· The Grassroots Make It Happen Fund would welcome applications from small groups that are currently running or wish to start activities. Applicants could apply for the costs of setting up a group, including running costs such as venue hire, insurance, and PVG’ (Protection of Vulnerable Group Scheme).
· The Grassroots Make It Happen Fund would also welcome applications for activities and opportunities which support.

· And young men from being isolated. 
· And particularly to new groups aiming to do this.
